home school.  The purpose of the 

school contact is to inform the school 

where the child is currently, receive 

any Individualized Education Plan 

(IEP) information (if applicable), the 

length of incarceration, and to 

acquire school work from their home 

school teachers if the stay is more 

than 10 days. Our goal is to keep the 

child on track with their school so 

that upon their release they are 

current with their classes.  
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Teachers      Pre GED Services 

Pre GED services are available to those students  who 

have permission from their school district and  Probation  

Officer, or has  Dropped Out. We provide pre GED test 

assessments  and administer the practice test. If students 

meet the many requirements for the  State of Ohio, we  

can have a GED testing agency come to Detention to 

administer the test. Due to the remediation period, most  

students take their actual GED after they leave our 

facility.

The Clermont County Juvenile Detention Center 

has two state of the art  classrooms, equipped 

with Smart Boards and multi-media equipment 

needed to teach in the 21st century.  

Students  are in school for two and half  hour 

blocks, and every other day students will receive 

an extra hour and a half of  services.  Students are 

in school a total of 15 hours a week.  Science, 

Math, Reading, Social Studies, and Social/

Emotional Learning are taught daily.

Our formal Library at Detention is still under 

construction. However, Lori Osting, librarian 

from the Clermont County Public Library Out-

reach Program, has teamed up with our educa-

tion program. She is helping us set up our li-

brary. She is also providing other library services 

such as book talks, library education, and she 

will be able to further help students find books 

that better meet their interests. These services 

will only enhance the literacy and library pro-

gram here at detention. We are currently creat-

ing a working library that students can utilize  

during certain periods of the day. Residents do 

have  access to a book cart  that can be taken in 

to the living area. This gives residents access to 

literature virtually 24 hours a day. We are always 

accepting gently used books.
